Lab Regulations*

NGO Docudays announces an open call for participation in the Interdisciplinary Art Lab LAB:
DOCU/SYNTHESIS x Ukraine War Archive (hereinafter referred to as the Lab) for artists.

According to these Regulations, by submitting your data to apply for the competition, you
accept the terms of these Regulations. If you have any questions, please contact the project
coordinator before submitting your application.

The subject of the Art Lab is working with memory and preserving cultural heritage.

The Lab invites artists who work with any digital or analogue media (photography, video,
moving images, audio, their interactive, immersive, and algorithmic forms, VR, AR, and other
means of expression that can be categorised as media art or new media), objects, sculpture,
installation, as well as those interested in working with archives; directors who wish to
expand their cinematic language using a modern toolkit.

Within the Lab, the following will be provided:

access to materials from the closed digital online platform Ukraine War Archive
(hereinafter referred to as the Ukraine War Archive) in accordance with the usage
rules defined by NGO Docudays;

the opportunity for authors of 10 selected projects* to participate in a 5-day workshop
with Lab mentors (2 Ukrainian and 2 international), with the possibility to finalise the
project idea after training and present an updated version;

food and accommodation in Kyiv during the workshop for participants;

an honorarium for artists (authors of 5 finalist projects) for participating in the Lab
amounting to 41,666 UAH (before mandatory taxes and fees);

a budget for project production (not exceeding 62,500 UAH per project, which may
include materials, equipment renting, software, etc.), with the expenditure process
agreed individually with NGO Docudays;

ongoing mentoring support (a series of consultations) throughout the creation of
thematic art works;

curatorial support;

presentation of the Lab on an international platform within the artistic programmes of
European film festivals;

participation in a collective final exhibition in Kyiv or a presentation during the 22nd
Docudays UA as part of the interdisciplinary art program DOCU/SYNTHESIS;

after the Lab concludes, thematic art works will be recommended by our curators for
festivals, art institutions, and international discussion platforms to spread information
about the preservation of cultural heritage and memory of Ukraine.

* A single project can have more than one artist; in such cases, applications are accepted
from art groups and collectives.

To participate in the competition, you need to do the following by 30 September 2024:

submit a CV;



- provide a portfolio (at least 2 completed art projects in the same or a similar medium
in which you intend to create the project within the Lab);

- submit a brief description of the project idea you would like to implement within the
Lab (visualisations and sketches of the future project, if the concept allows for it, will
be an advantage in the selection process)*.

* Previous research by artists related either to the subject of the Lab or to working in
archives for an art project will also be an advantage. Since the Lab is interdisciplinary, the
organisers are interested in art works that include thematic research from related disciplines
(history, archaeology, urban studies, museum studies, sociology), and investigations by
non-governmental organisations and initiatives that professionally engage in the protection
and preservation of cultural heritage and commemoration practices.

Please note that the working languages of the mentoring sessions are Ukrainian and
English. Applicants need to have basic conversational English skills (some experts will be
foreigners).

After reviewing the applications, the organisers will inform the applicants about the result of
their application without providing reasons for the decision.

Once the application is approved, the artists become participants of the Lab (10 projects are
selected).

Participants work on projects to create thematic art works. After the 5-day workshop, the
organisers will select 5 finalist projects.

Lab timing:

- Lab Presentation with a Q&A session: first half of July

- Announcement of the open call and application submission period: 31 July — 30
September 2024

- Application review*: 1 October — 31 October 2024

- Announcement of 10 projects participating in the 5-day educational workshop: 4
November 2024

- Educational 5-day Lab workshop with final presentations of updated projects to the
jury (the jury will include Lab organisers and mentors; the exact jury composition will
be announced separately): 18 November — 22 November 2024

- Announcement of 5 finalist projects: 26 November 2024

- Work on projects with individual and group mentoring online sessions: 28 November
2024 - 31 March 2025

- Work on the final exhibition: 1 April 2025 — 5 June 2025

- Final exhibition at the 22nd Docudays UA: 6 June 2025 — 13 June 2025**

* After reviewing the application, the organisers may request a brief online meeting
for introductions and to clarify details.

** The dates depend on the announced dates of the 22nd Docudays UA.

What do the organisers expect from the finalists (5 projects)?



- production of the project, specifically the creation of original thematic art works
(analog or digital media: photography, video, moving images, audio, their interactive,
immersive, and algorithmic forms, VR, AR, and other means of expression that can
be classified as media art or new media, objects, sculpture, installation) based on the
media materials of the Ukraine War Archive*, created specifically for and within the
Lab, meaning they should not have been created, used, or published prior to the start
date of the Lab;

- attending mentoring sessions according to the Lab's rules and presenting their work
on the project, its development at all stages up to the final and completion;

- completing the project within the time frame specified by the Lab's rules;

- participating in the Lab's promotional activities, providing their own developments and
materials for the Lab's promotion;

- adhering to the rules of working with the Ukraine War Archive**;

- participation in the Lab is open to Ukrainian citizens both within the country and
abroad;

- the completed thematic art works must be submitted to the Ukraine War Archive.

* It is also possible to use your own video and audio materials in the thematic artwork,
provided they are subsequently submitted to the Ukraine War Archive, with a licensing
agreement concluded with NGO Docudays (i.e., granting NGO Docudays permission to use
your own video and audio materials).

** The authors of the 5 finalist projects will receive access to the Ukraine War Archive,
consultations on using the Archive, and assistance from the project archivists in finding
materials. The Ukraine War Archive team will handle negotiations and the conclusion of
relevant agreements (if necessary) with the rights holders of the materials to be used in the
works. When working with the Ukraine War Archive, authors must adhere to the rules and
procedures for access and use of the Ukraine War Archive and its materials as
communicated by NGO Docudays.

Funds for project production and honorariums will be issued in the national currency of
Ukraine, hryvnia. The funds for project production and honorariums are provided within the
Engage Program, funded by USAID and implemented by Pact in Ukraine.

To receive a grant for project production, participants sign an agreement with NGO
Docudays. This agreement regulates the terms of participation in the Lab, the creation of the
art work, and the transfer of exclusive intellectual property rights to the created thematic art
works. The terms of use of the created thematic art works by the finalists will be determined
by mutual agreement of the parties.

The organisers and curators mentioned in the text are members of the NGO Docudays
team.
